	ReachOut Plus would like to thank the many individual donors and the Carlton Education Trust for providing the money to establish this bursary fund.

The Bursary Group, responsible for disbursement of the fund is made up of trustees of ReachOut Plus.

The purpose of this fund is to make The Chellington Centre as accessible as possible to as wide a range of groups as possible. 

Our primary target group is young people, though applications will be considered from groups of adults who meet the criteria.

Bursaries will be made up to a maximum of 30% of the cost of accommodation at the centre.

We would welcome applications from organisations and groups working with young people or adults in areas of deprivation where funding is not easily available for residential activity.


	Typically this might be:

· special schools, 

· organisations working with young people with special educational needs,

· organisations working with people with physical disabilities, special needs
· Residential/care homes,

· Groups where, by the nature of the need, would only use the centre for a group smaller than our minimum invoice number of 15.

We would also welcome applications from:

· Parishes/deaneries in the Diocese of St Albans where there is little youth work but where joint/shared residentials could be encouraged. Talk to the Diocesan Youth Officer for more information.

· Parishes looking outwards into their community, who may not have direct youth work but may have links to other groups or organisations. In this way supporting the priorities of Vision for Action. Supporting parishes with a low parish share score.
